Borrow Books 
 
Books in BCCLS:  Request any non-reference item listed in BCCLS from the screen that shows the 
holdings.  Your hometown library will get the book and call you when it comes in. 
 
Books not in BCCLS:  Place an interlibrary loan request with the reference librarian at your 
hometown library.  Books and articles are available from libraries across the country.  This service is free 
or low-cost.  Information the librarian will need:  author, title, publisher, and year. 

  
Specialized Libraries 
 

Mid-Continent:  Use their catalog in print (GENEALOGY REF 026.9293 HEN) or online  
( www.mcpl.lib.mo.us/branch/ge/heartland ).  All titles in the catalog can be requested on 
interlibrary loan through your hometown library.  Tell the librarian that this library loans for free and 
that the “ALA request form” is required and may be mailed, faxed or emailed. 

 
Family History Centers:  Use their catalog online ( www.familysearch.org ).  Most books and 
records on microfilm can be ordered for a small fee at a Family History Center. 
 
National Genealogical Society: The NGS library is deposited at the St. Louis County 
Public Library.  Use webpac.slcl.org  for their online catalog.  Any circulating book can be 
requested by interlibrary loan (through your hometown library.)  Tell the librarian that 
“ALA request forms” or email (scollections@slcl.org) may be used.  See  
www.ngsgenealogy.org/bookloan.cfm and www.slcl.org/branches/hq/sc/ngs/ngscol-main.htm for 
more information.

Identify Articles 
 
REFERENCES in books, articles, and genealogies: 

PERSI  
PERSI (Periodical Source Index) is available at HeritageQuest Online. It is published by the Allen County 
Public Library and is a comprehensive subject index covering genealogy and local history periodicals 
written in English and French (Canada) since 1800.   
 
GPAI   
Genealogical Periodical Annual Index (published by Heritage Books, Inc.) is a comprehensive surname, 
locality, and subject index to current English-language genealogical periodicals.  Use Local History 
Computer and REF CD 22. 
 
BGMI   
Biography & Genealogy Master Index  Index of references to names in articles and reference books.  Use 
Local History Computer and REF CD 54. 
 

Request Articles 
 
For all requests it is necessary to have the author, title of article, title of publication, date and 
page numbers.  Provide volume and number if known. 
 
BCCLS 
Search the BCCLS catalog (www.bccls.org) by title to see if a BCCLS library owns the periodical. 
 
NJULS 
Check New Jersey Union List of Serials ( www.njuls.org ) by title to see if any library in New Jersey owns 
the periodical for the year you need.  You may go to the library (call ahead to check hours and availability) 
or can request through interlibrary loan.     
 
Interlibrary Loan 
Copies of articles may be requested on interlibrary loan at your hometown library.   (For citations from 
PERSI, see below.) 
  
Request from the Publisher 
For some periodicals, issues are available from the publisher, often an historical or genealogical society.  
See the librarian for assistance in finding the address for the publisher. 
 
Direct Requests 
Articles from PERSI may be requested directly by you from the Allen County Public Library.  See the form 
at www.acpl.lib.in.us/database/graphics/order_form.html.
